7.12F – Cell Theory
Cell Theory – A 3 part theory that the cell is the fundamental structural and functional unit of living matter
Cell - the basic structural, functional and biological unit of all known living organisms

Organism – any single living thing

7.12D - Organelles
Organelle - A specialized part of a cell having some specific function.

Lysosomes - The organelle that holds waste materials from the cell and breaks down food, worn out pieces of cell, and other waste. 

Mitochondria - An organelle that is the power factory of the cell. 

Endoplasmic Reticulum - An organelle consisting of a network of membranes within the cytoplasm of eukaryotic cells that is important in building proteins.
Cell Membrane - The thin membrane that forms the outer surface of the cytoplasm of a cell and regulates the passage of materials in and out of the cell.
Nucleus - found in eukaryotic cells that contains genetic material responsible for controlling the activities of the cell.
Chromosomes - Found in the nucleus and made of DNA, contain the genetic information needed to make new cells, and carry out cell functions.

Cytoplasm - The jellylike material that makes up much of a cell inside the cell membrane, and in eukaryotic cells, surrounds the nucleus.

Vacuole - The organelle that stores water and food in both plant and animal cells.

Ribosomes - Site where proteins are created in the cell.

Golgi Apparatus (Body) - An organelle consisting of folded membranes that works to change and transport proteins out of the eukaryotic cells.

Chloroplast - The green organelle in plant cells that converts light energy into chemical energy.

Cell Wall - Surrounds the cell membrane of a plant to give structure and protection to the cell.

Prokaryotic – a cell without a nucleus

Eukaryotic – a cell with a nucleus

7.12E – Cell Functions
 Cellular Respiration - The process of using oxygen to break down nutrients to release energy for the cell. 

Metabolism - Chemical reactions that happen in cells that allow organisms to grow and reproduce. 

Photosynthesis - Process by which plant cells make food using water, carbon dioxide and light form the sun. 

Excretion - process by which waste products of metabolism and other non-useful materials are eliminated from an organism.
