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1. Amino Acid – Monomer of a protein
2. Biomolecule – Any organic molecule that is produced by a living organism.

3. Carbohydrate – Functions as our main source of energy.

4. Cellulose – Forms cell walls of plants

5. Chitin – Forms exoskeletons of insects and crustaceans.

6. Cholesterol – Example of a lipid.

7. DNA – Deoxyribonucleic Acid

8. Glucose – Example of a simple sugar.

9. Glycogen – Food storage for animals

10. Lipid – Serves as a long term energy source.

11. Monosaccharide – Basic unit of a carbohydrate.

12. Nucleic Acid – Stores and transmits genetic information.

13. Nucleotide – Basic unit of nucleic acids composed of a five carbon sugar, a phosphate group, and a nitrogen base.

14. Peptide Bond – Joins amino acids together.

15. Polysaccharide – Two or more monosaccharides

16. Protein – Used to form body tissues such as muscle, bones, and organs; controls the rate of reaction.

17. RNA – Ribonucleic Acid

18. Saturated Fat – Have all single bonds between carbon atoms.

19. Starch – Food storage for plants.

20. Unsaturated Fat – Have one or more double bonded carbons.
